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Thank you for purchasing the 3PB stock analysis software.   This document is a user guide and provides all the information you need to use this software.   Please check the Installation Guide for details on how to install the software, system requirements, etc.

The 3PB stock analysis software is based on obtaining real-time stock data from a data service company, and giving the user insightful statistics into the current trends for any user-specified stock.  This computation and analysis is done using the ancient, well-established Japanese trading method called the Three_Price_Break method of trend determination.  This method unambiguously identifies the trend, its direction, precise entry and exit points, likely points of trend exhaustion, and market-based stop loss action points.

Once installed and running (see Installation guide for details), follow these steps below to get you started:

· Type your user name password, as obtained from the company that provides you with the data service

· Once logged into the data server, you will see a window titled User Interface (UI).  

· Specify the stock symbol and the time resolution (in seconds) at the bottom of that window.  Note that 60 seconds is the lowest usable time resolution, and your input should be any multiple of that.

· Click the “Stock Info” button to start receiving the stock information.

· Within the User Interface window, you will see the following in columns --

Stock symbol, Trend, Time of Trade, Sale Price, Break Price and 

Fibonacci points specified by an “F”. 

Congratulations!  You are now receiving constant real-time updates on stocks as if you were on the trading floor!

Here are some key features that you will find very useful:

· At the top of the User Interface window is the AI (activity window) window that gives you the very last stock trade for which the price of the stock had changed.

· The TOS (Time Of Sale) watcher window that starts with the UI window is the most active update you will see.  It updates with information about every trade that takes place for your specific stock, regardless of your specified time resolution.  This should give you an idea of the level of activity for your stock at a given time.

·  If you would like to see more analysis for all this data, click on the statistics button in the UI window.  The Statistics window give you real-time computation stating the number of short or long sequences of a given length for the entire day, up to the last completed sequence.

· Use the “Stock Chart” button in the UI window to see the stock chart for this stock and time resolution.   The chart clearly shows the long and short sequences and trends for the stock in price vs. time.  Please note that this version of the software requires that you have to restart the software if the trading prices for a different stock are not within the same price range as the first stock chart you used.

· You can change stock symbol and/or time resolution at any time, and the stock information, activity, trends, analysis, etc. are displayed from the start of day, for the newly specified stock and time resolution.

· Every time there is a change in trend (short to long or vice-versa) in the stock trades, there is an audible beep that serves as a clear signal to the user.

· Should you choose to change your data service provider, this software is implmented to adapt to different data provider APIs.

Disclaimer:  This Stock Analysis software was completed as a project requirement for a class at the Department of Computer Science at the University of North Carolina at Chapel Hill.  It has been thoroughly tested and we are very satisfied with the results.  However, please note that this requires much more rigorous testing and some implementation changes before one can use this as the only aid in buying and selling stocks on the market.  Hence, please use your discretion while using this software.  Thanks!
